Anti-novels, that is what they were often called in the early 1960s: experimental works of fiction whose formal innovations reflected, and in some cases even anticipated, the adventurous spirit of that tumultuous decade, a decade that saw the publication of John Barth's The Sot-Weed Factor (1960), Vladimir Nabokov's Pale Fire (1962), Thomas Pynchon's The Crying of Lot 49 (1965) and Robert Coover's The Universal Baseball Association (1968), just to name a few. But as William H. Gass would point out in his 1970 essay "Philosophy and the Form of Fiction," the term "anti-novel" is something of a misnomer; many of these anti-novels, he argued, "are really metafictions." But what exactly did Gass mean by that? And what meanings has this fictional form taken on since Gass's original coinage of the term? These very questions will serve as our starting point for this seminar. "Fiction about fiction" is a phrase commonly used to describe metafiction. And a typical explanation might reach for examples of novels in which the protagonist is, in fact, a writer. Yet the traditional realist novel is perfectly able to accommodate such (mild) self-referentiality. What, then, makes metafictions so innovative, so radical that they were, indeed, considered anti-novels? Over the course of this seminar we will cover many of these radical innovations. We will examine the ways in which metafiction simultaneously constructs and deconstructs textual worlds, or rather, reworks these textual worlds by complicating the distinction between fiction and history, fiction and politics, fiction and gender identity. To help us explore some of metafiction's more contemporary artistic interventions, we will look beyond the countercultural decade in which the genre proliferated and take the 1980s as our starting point instead. Our first novel, L.C. (1986) by Susan Daitch, presents us with a 1980s account of feminism, socialism and women's liberation by way of a 1960s translation of a "lost" diary from 1840s Paris. Our second novel, Don DeLillo's Libra (1988), spins a conspiratorial tale of President John F. Kennedy's assassination in which fiction, history, and the "deep state" are closely interconnected. Mark Z. Danielewski's labyrinthine House of Leaves (2000) gives us a complicated and convoluted account of masculinity by way of a fourth-hand account of a haunted house. And finally, Jordy Rosenberg's Confessions of the Fox (2018) reflects on trans-identity by way of the faux-memoirs of Jack Sheppard, trans-man, notorious gaolbreaker and "the most devoted, most thorough carouser of quim" in all of 18th-century London.

Paying close attention to the histories and implications of specific forms of mediation and considering the notions of dark and also planetary ecology, we will continue to work on 20th century and contemporary visual art, photography, video installations, and film. We will ask how works of art engage with the links between environmental destruction and settler colonialist, racial, and sexual violence. Moreover, we will consider the ethics of representation in depictions of extractive practices and sites of ecological disaster and acknowledge how media technology itself is materially intertwined with ecological degradation via processes of production, distribution, and consumption. Among the topics we will address are the cultural work of films that visualize climate trauma, pollution, and extractive practices and contemporary photography of wildfires and toxic ecoscapes. Philologists have always been editors. Seen through their lens, a text is a construct arrived at after consulting all relevant manuscript witnesses and systematically identifying the best readings while documenting variants. Editors thus require a knowledge not only of palaeography (the study of ancient script) and codicology (the study of books as material objects), but also of the arcane discipline of stemmatology, which infers the relationships between surviving copies of a text. As XML is now the encoding format of choice for humanities text corpora, editors find themselves confronted with a number of new domains. The first order of business is the study of the TEI (Text Encoding Initiative) standard of XML encoding. Every editing project begins with the questions of what information to encode, which TEI elements to use, and how to structure one’s documents, whether as individual transcriptions or complete critical editions. Ideally, decisions on these matters of document structure and encoding standards are made with further processing in mind: are the documents merely to be styled in CSS and displayed in the browser? Should they be transformed by XSLT into standalone HTML, plaintext, PDF, or word processing files? Is the end product a critical print edition? Does the research project involve corpus analysis e.g. through a Python XML library, or on the basis of plaintext transformations? In this course, which requires no prior knowledge of medieval languages, programming, or editorial principles (but see module prerequisites), students will learn the basics of early medieval codicology and palaeography before embarking on a hands-on workshop on TEI editing. They will familiarize themselves with the foundational principles of textual criticism; they will learn how to parse text-critical introductions and the critical apparatus; but above all, they will work on both single-witness transcriptions and basic critical editions, and learn at least where to start when seeking to prepare XML files for on-screen or print presentation. Students with prior experience in medieval English will be able to draw on their knowledge of the language to transcribe medieval English manuscripts, but they will acquire new skills on all fronts: manuscript transcription, textual criticism, XML, and CSS. Therefore, literary exhibitions are an innovative field of research in order to impart and receive not only literary cultural heritage, but literature itself on a sensual and spatial level.

This course examines literary fiction written by, primarily, living Jewish American authors. In order to examine the characteristics of Jewish voices in fiction today, we will need to read works by Jewish writers. Yet if we want to try to make sense of the character and concerns of Jewish literary voices, it is not sufficient that the writer merely be Jewish; rather, the writer must also examine Jewish characters, address themes that concern contemporary Jews, and ask questions that help the readers to understand the situation of what it means to be Jewish and American today. By looking carefully into these fictional works, we may do some of the work necessary to better understand the concerns, hopes, fears, regrets of American Jews and Jewish Americans.  
  The United States (and colonial America) have had a Jewish presence for nearly four hundred years. 
  Like many other peoples, Jews came to North America to flee persecution in Europe and elsewhere, and to seek economic and educational opportunities in order to improve their lives and secure a better future for their children. While Jewish writing has been a part of American culture for a very long time, this course will focus on the contemporary period. The first writers we will encounter – Isaac Bashevis Singer, Bernard Malamud, and Grace Paley – represent voices of mid-twentieth century Jewish America. Singer grew up in Yiddish-speaking Poland, and Malamud and Paley grew up surrounded by a Yiddish speaking community of first-generation immigrants in the United States. 
  Philip Roth is considered by many to be one of the most important voices in contemporary American fiction, and his work helps to further situate the position of the American Jewish writer with the generation of Jews who are not primarily immigrants, but who still find themselves only partially absorbed and accepted by secular American culture. The remainder of our authors speak for the current generation of American Jewish fiction writers – Jonathan Safran Foer, Nicole Krauss, and Michael Chabon – and these representatives have been selected by a much larger body of writers who, for reasons of time, we are unable to read this semester. (Other authors we could have included as members of this cohort include, for example, Aimee Bender, Dara Horn, Joshua Cohen, Nathan Englander, Allegra Goodman, Rebecca Goldstein, and Gary Shteyngardt, among many others. 
  There are, of course, also many more narratives of Jewish American situatedness that extend beyond fiction presented in other media including poetry, drama, cinema, and song.)  
  This course examines literary works of art as examples of cultural criticism and expression. Our primary objects of study are five Jewish American novels that use fiction to make arguments about value in contemporary culture. 
  Likewise, these fictional representations will examine worlds that are both familiar to us because they represent the "real" world, and unfamiliar to us because they represent a fantastic world. Sometimes these modes of realism and fantasy will appear together in the same work. As we read these works closely and examine them as aesthetic objects in historical and political contexts, we shall consider how these works make commentaries on what the authors have found to be relevant to representing the Jewish American imagination. Themes include history and memory, cultural continuity, justice, assimilation / acculturation in America, transatlantic matters, forms of belonging, ideas of home and homelands, hybridity, religious practice, as well as two towering twentieth-century historical events: the Holocaust and the founding of the state of Israel. As well we will ask how these works situate the place of the writer (or artist) and art itself in the literary world. At the same time, our discussions will address questions of form, genre, plot, and literary technique.  
  As the course progresses, we will come up with better and more sophisticated readings, and will draw connections across works, authors, and traditions within American and Jewish-American writing.

Romanticism is often conceptualized as a reaction against the Enlightenment and the industrialization. In The Romantic Machine: Utopian Science and Technology after Napoleon (2014), John Tresch argues that the divide between science and technology on the one hand and Romanticism on the other hand which follows from such conceptions needs to be bridged because early nineteenth century machines were in fact often conceived rather as organs of Nature's creativity than as inanimate mechanisms. Professional antebellum authors negotiated the affordances and limitations of such hybrids emerging in the machine age by producing cybernetic self-representations, as Klaus Benesch shows in Romantic Cyborgs: Authorship and Technology in the American Renaissance (2002). Acutely aware of their own precarious position in a fundamentally shifting literary marketplace and clairvoyant about the social, economic, and artistic changes effected by technology, they sought to reconcile technological production and human autonomy. Such conjunctions of the organic and the mechanic in the works of Ralph Waldo Emerson, Nathaniel Hawthorne, Herman Melville, Edgar Allan Poe, Walt Whitman, and Rebecca Harding Davis articulate both admiration and anxiety, Benesch explains. This class follows Benesch and Tresch's lead to uncover the multifaceted incarnations of Romantic machines and Romantic cyborgs in nineteenth century literature and their implications for twentieth century negotiations of cyborgs. It analyzes how automata and cyborgs complicate binary distinctions between the human and the nonhuman, raise questions about embodiment and (dis)ability, and challenge gender dichotomies. In addition to analyzing the works of the aforementioned authors, we will work on short stories by Edward Page Mitchell and Ambrose Bierce and delve into the theoretical approaches of Donna Haraway and Anne Balsamo before turning to twentieth century embodiments of Romantic Cyborgs in, for example, C. This course introduces students to the methods for the analysis and interpretation of visual media, with a special focus on film, video, and television. Taking a closer look at a number of examples from American film and television history, from the silent era to New Hollywood and the contemporary cinema, we will consider various parameters such as storytelling and narrative style, mise-en-scène and setting, cinematography, editing, sound, color, and special effects. At least one session will be dedicated to each of these aesthetic dimensions: we will closely examine selected scenes and discuss how they can be related to a film in its entirety. We will also consider how movies can be read according to genre—the western, melodrama, or the road movie—and explore how generic parameters contribute to the overall form and interpretation of a film. While feature and documentary films will constitute the primary material for close analysis, we will also consider specific television formats, especially serial forms. Here narrative modes depart significantly from feature films, due to the different spatiotemporal dimensions of storytelling. Learning how to read films and television shows with regard to formal aspects will acquaint students with the aesthetic and narrative features of screen media. Students will acquire the analytical skills to critically read and interpret screen media by relating their formal features and modes of storytelling to theme and sociopolitical contexts. Class discussions will be based on Timothy Corrigan and Patricia White's The Film Experience, a comprehensive introduction to the study of film, methods of film analysis, and key concepts of cinema and television studies featuring many examples and images. A list of about five movies that we will use as examples for analysis throughout the course will be announced with the syllabus at the beginning of the term. This picture, simple as it looks, has triggered many novel questions, some hidden, some obvious. One issue has to do with the notion of projection: Is A or B "more prominent”? Another issue is if and how movement can be derived like that. Is movement Internal Merge?  By reading various recent works on syntactic theory, we seek to address, understand, and discuss such —and more— interesting questions in this class. If only time allowed! To make the most of the limited time at our disposal, we will rely on a facing-page translation, allowing us to dip in and out of the original text as desired.   What is the mystery of these innumerable editions of the "Lamplighter," and other books neither better nor worse? -- worse they could not be, and better they need not be, when they sell by the 100,000." This is what an outraged, frustrated, and potentially envious (?) Nathaniel Hawthorne wrote to his publisher in 1855 about the (commercial) success of contemporary women's writing in America. These lines draw attention to questions revolving around literary taste, quality, and modes of writing that are - supposedly - contingent on gender. This class sets out to discuss the origins and the dynamic development of this "damned mob of scribbling women" in the American literary scene of the nineteenth century, focusing on the variegated genres and styles of writing in American women's literature. While Hawthorne took issue with the highly popular sentimental literature of writers like Maria Cummins or Susan Warner in the mid-century, in reality, the modes of female writing were far more diverse, for example addressing gender inequality, promoting abolitionism and political participation, oscillating between the private and the public sphere, embracing or criticizing the concepts of 'true womanhood' or its successor, 'new womanhood,' in the last decades of the century. In order to trace these topics and concepts, we will investigate theoretical texts that engage with the so-called "feminization of American culture" (Ann Douglas) in the nineteenth century, discuss different concepts of womanhood and their embeddedness in political and socio-economic discourses of the time, and then relate those discussions to selected American women's writings spanning from the 1820s and the years of Jacksonian democracy to the late 19th century. Our discussions will revolve around prose texts by Catharine Maria Sedgwick, Caroline Kirkland, Margaret Fuller, Susan Warner, Maria Cummins, Harriet Beecher Stowe, Harriet Jacobs, Harriet Wilson, Grace King, Kate Chopin, and Charlotte Perkins Gilman as well as poems written by Emily Dickinson or Lydia Sigourney (please note that this is a preliminary list which will be finalized and slightly condensed by the beginning of the winter semester). It is designed to acquaint students with the literature and culture of North America from the late sixteenth- through the early nineteenth-centuries, i.e. the period of exploration and settlement, the American Revolution, the Early Republic, and the Age of Jackson. We will discuss some of the exemplary texts from these periods, analyzing their characteristic forms and themes as well as the history of their interpretation. Specific attention will be paid to key literary concepts, debates, and interpretive methodologies. We will also discuss important issues such as the role of religion in American culture and the separation of church and state; the theory and practice of federalism; enlightenment notions of commerce; slavery; western expansion; and the wars waged against Native American tribes. We will read examples of the sermon, epic, mock epic, occasional poetry; philosophical, religious, revolutionary, and anti-slavery tracts; travel narratives, captivity narratives, pamphlets, broadsides, dramas, speeches, letters; excerpts from early novels; and we will discuss contacts and exchanges between native and colonial cultures and the translation/ transcription of traditionally oral tales.  Students should walk away from this course with a deeper understanding of the various cultural traditions and innovations that helped lead to new nationhood, and with knowledge of the first literature to self-consciously call itself American. When, in 1957, Miles Davis released his seminal record Birth of the Cool, it did not just mark a pivotal moment in the history of jazz, but it also crystallized a larger postwar development that would have major ramifications for decades to come, namely the division of the country's cultural landscape into those who are cool and those who are not, those who are hip and those who are square. It is precisely this division that we will explore in this class—though not in the way it is usually done. Much of postwar American history, as it is usually passed down to us, is essentially the history of the hipster, a cool character for whom Norman Mailer laid the blueprint in his widely read essay "The White Negro," which also appeared in 1957. This hipster figure is one we all know from those oh-so familiar montages of the Sixties: he (yes, it is almost always a "he") is the bearded Beat poet, the snide postmodern ironist, the long-haired anti-Vietnam protestor marching on the White House to the tune of "All Along the Watchtower." We will choose to ignore him. Instead, the focus of our class will be on the hipster's critically neglected counterpart: member of the Nixonian Silent Majority, resident of the Real America, which is to say, the square American. By way of various different media, ranging from documentary footage and personal essays to the novel and graphic fiction, we will trace the evolution of a square white identity between the publication of Mailer's "The White Negro" in 1957 and Bret Easton Ellis's White in 2019. Our ultimate goal, in doing so, will be to delve into the heart of America's current culture wars and to examine the emergence of a particular narrative of victimhood premised on cultural neglect—a narrative that has taken on a, if not the, central role in our present-day constructions of whiteness in general and white masculinity in particular. Subsequently, we will delve into Berssenbrugge's poetry, which centers on the intimate connection between her body and her surroundings, emphasizing a reciprocal love among all life forms. Lastly, we will investigate how Chen Chen's poetry creates a space for his intersecting identities, namely queerness and Chineseness. A key focus of this course will be how the three poets reconstruct their identities by seeking healing through the establishment of meaningful relationships with literature, chosen family, and environment, rather than solely dwelling on the traumas encountered during immigration.
